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Eucharist Visitors and Ministry 
We are connected to St. Timothy’s. 
Some of us have been connected 
for many years; some became con-
nected recently. We stay connect-
ed by gathering around the altar 
rail. The Holy Eucharist binds us as a family and 
connects us with God.  
People disappear occasionally. They get sick. They 
move away. Some become shut-ins after a long 
illness. We assume they will return when things 
are better. Their separation from us at the Holy 
Eucharist diminishes their connection with God.  
Some people at St. Timothy’s have volunteered to 
be Eucharist Visitors. They go out in pairs to  
provide communion and unction to those who 
want to stay connected or to reconnect. We need 
your help to strengthen this ministry.  
Jesus came among us as a healer. The visitors  
continue this ministry in the generation. Call the 
Church if you want an immediate visit. Tell the 
Rector or a visitor if you know someone who 
might benefit from a visit.  
The Visitors will set up an appointment and bring 
everything necessary. They will explain the  
process. The service will take ten minutes. Even 
though the bread and wine have been  
consecrated and the oil has been blessed, there is 
no guaranteed miracle.  
Skeptical about unction? It conveys grace and love 
from Christ to a person in need. An elderly couple 
sits on a park bench holding hands, but say  
nothing. The wife gives her husband a kiss on the 
cheek. Then she stands up and helps him up. They 
shuffle to their car and drive off. The holding of 
hands and the kiss on the cheek are meaningful. 
Those actions convey grace and love, and sustain 
the couple in their relationship. Please respond 
positively to this new ministry. 
